Ki-tavo / When You Enter

We have many old hymns that show an understanding that crossing the Jordan (River) represents passing into the next
life. Yeshua was baptized in the Jordan, and baptism pictures death to this life, and rising in newness of life.

“Therefore we have been buried with Him through baptism into death, in order that as Christ was raised

from the dead through the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life” — Romans 6:4.
The name Jordan (Hebrew — Yar-eden) means Descender from Eden. A river that descended from Eden watered the Earth,
and the Jordan River symbolizes the door back to Eden / Paradise.

“Now a river flowed out of Eden to water the garden; and from there it divided and became four rivers” —

Genesis 2:10.

Revelation

When Yeshua returns, there will be a thousand-year Sabbath on this Earth. Believers will be raised to enter this millennial
Sabbath, to reign with Yeshua.

After that Sabbath ends, the New Jerusalem will descent to an Earth renewed by fire. On that renewed Earth we will see
all of the things that were described in Genesis in Eden:

The River: Gen 2:10 & Rev 22:1;

The Tree of Life: Gen 2:8-9 & Rev 2:7;

God present: Gen 3:8 & Rev 22:3

No curse: Gen 3:17, 23 & Rev 21:3.

As we need preparation to be ready for the weekly Sabbath, so also we need preparation for the coming Great Sabbath.
This life is our preparation time. We can save up lasting treasures, or have our works destroyed.
“No man can lay a foundation other than the one which is laid, which is Jesus Christ. Now if any man builds
upon the foundation with gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, straw, each man's work will become
evident; for the day will show it, because it is to be revealed with fire; and the fire itself will test the quality
of each man's work. If any man's work which he has built upon it remains, he shall receive a reward. If any
man's work is burned up, he shall suffer loss; but he himself shall be saved, yet so as through fire”
— 1 Corinthians 3:11-15.
This life is a test! We need to learn to overcome!
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“To him who overcomes, | will grant to eat of the tree of life, which is in the Paradise of God” — Revelation
2:7.

Psalm 141

Let us seek God’s correction, and learn to accept it.
David prayed, “Let the righteous smite me in kindness and reprove me; it is oil upon the head” — Psalm
141:5.

Isaiah

God says to His people, apparently of this time:
“Arise, shine; for your light has come, and the glory of Yahweh has risen upon you. For behold, darkness
will cover the Earth, and deep darkness the peoples; But Yahweh will rise upon you, and His glory will
appear upon you. And nations will come to your light, and kings to the brightness of your rising. Lift up your
eyes round about, and see; they all gather together, they come to you. Your sons will come from afar, and
your daughters will be carried in the arms. Then you will see and be radiant, and your heart will thrill and
rejoice; because the abundance of the sea will be turned to you, the wealth of the nations will come to you”
(Isaiah 60:1-5).
Last week we saw that we are responsible for how we use what God has given to our control, and that he who is entrusted
with more has greater responsibility. Here we, in the future, see how the poor will come to the rich — in spiritual matters
(“The nations will come to your light”).

Deuteronomy

V.3-5 “And you shall go to the priest who is in office at that time, and say to him, 'l declare this day to
Yahweh my God that | have entered the land which Yahweh swore to our fathers to give us' (an expression of
gratitude). Then the priest shall take the basket from your hand and set it down before the altar of Yahweh
your God. And you shall answer and say before Yahweh your God, 'An Aramean (Laban — Gen 10:22, 24:29)
tried to destroy my father (Jacob), and he went down to Egypt and sojourned there, few in number; but there
he became a great, mighty and populous nation.” The people were to commit themselves to God by: (1)
inscribing the Torah on twelve stones, (2) bringing offerings, and (3) gathering at two mountains to affirm
their allegiance.

Now, let us consider a prophetic application of the Torah portion.

We believers are partakers of the Abrahamic Covenant.
“Gentiles are fellow heirs and fellow members of the body, and fellow partakers of the covenant in Messiah
Yeshua through the gospel” — Ephesians 3:3.
“ “This is the covenant that | will make with them after those days', says Yahweh: 'l will put My laws upon
their heart, and upon their mind I will write them,’ He then says, ‘And their sins and their lawless deeds I
will remember no more’” — Hebrews 10:16-17.

(V.1-2) When we “cross the Jordan”, when we enter the Promised Land, that Land called Eden and Paradise, then it shall
be . . . that you shall take some of the first of all the produce of the ground which you shall bring in from your land that
Yahweh your God gives you, and you shall put it in a basket and go to the place where Yahweh your God chooses to
establish His name. These bikkurim (firstfruits) will be to show our recognition that everything is from God, and to attest
that it is dedicated to the service of God.

We really need to get away from the idea of just sitting on clouds with harps! God established the Earth for man forever.
“Like the Earth which He has founded forever” — Psalm 78:609.
“Blessed are the meek, for they shall inherit the earth” — Matthew 5:5.
“The righteous will inherit the land, and dwell in it forever” — Psalm 37:29.

(V.6-9) As we celebrate the eternal Passover seder, we will relate the story (haggadah) of our deliverance from sin: “And
the worldlings treated us harshly and afflicted us, and imposed hard labor on us. Then we cried to Yahweh, the God of
our fathers, and Yahweh heard our voice and saw our affliction and our toil and our oppression; and Yahweh brought us
out of the sin world with a mighty hand and an outstretched arm and with great terror and with signs and wonders; and
He has brought us to this place, and has given us this land, a land flowing with milk and honey.”

(V.10) This will be followed by the omer offerings of firstfruits: “*And now behold, I have brought the first of the produce
of the ground which You, O Yahweh have given me.” The ancient omer offerings were unleavened barley loaves (on the
second day of Unleavened Bread) to leavened wheat loaves (fifty days later, at Pentecost) — covering the five bread-grain
crops (barley, oats, rye, spelt, and wheat — considered the best).

(V.14) In that day, we will be able to say before Yahweh our God, “I have listened to the voice of Yahweh my God; | have
done according to all that You have commanded me.” Because, His way will be fully in our hearts, and we will have no
desire otherwise.

“And behold, I am coming quickly. Blessed is he who heeds the words of the prophecy of this book” — Revelation 22:7.

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Understanding King James use of Thou, Thee, Thy, and Ye

Full disclosure, | like the King James bible for a number of reasons. A good reason that I’ve come to realize is that it’s
uses of the uses the archaic terms Thou, Thee, Thy and Ye is more descriptive of the personal pronoun in question.

Notice also that ye was used instead of you whenever it was the subject of the verb, and that thou took an ST
ending on the verb, much like he, she, or it takes an S ending today. (Incidentally, the TH ending on verbs was
pronounced S in King James’ day and the spelling gradually followed suit.)

Because today the pronoun thou and its forms are no longer used, its meaning is misunderstood and its forms
are misused, so when people try to use thou in extemporaneous public prayer, they mangle the grammar badly
enough to send knowledgeable people into hysterics. Why do they try to use thou? Because they only encounter
it in old translations of the Bible and they think it is somehow holy and ethereal to use it. In fact, thou was the
pronoun that was used to address one person informally; you was used to address a single person only when the
speaker wanted to be polite or formal. Just as a king referred to himself as we and not I, the king was addressed
as you and not thou.

Before long, the word you crowded out thou altogether, and people started addressing even pigs and cows and
chickens with the word you, which would have caused great mirth among our ancestors. You might say to your
pet dog, “Hey, dog; do you want to go out?” but to our ancestors that would sound like “Mr. Dog, Sir, would
you like to go out?” They would have said, “Dog, dost thou want to go out?” which is appropriately informal.

The use of thou and its forms in the King James Bible seem to us to be formal, sublime, ethereal, and holy; but
to the translators and original readers, if it had any connotation at all, it connoted a cozy familiarity. After all,
formality ill-befits a Savior who addressed God as Daddy (Abba), and enjoined us to do the same.

The first edition of the New American Standard Bible retained thou and its forms as the pronoun used in
addressing God. It does this because you expect holy language to contain thees and thous. But in doing so, they
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give you a completely wrong impression about the tone of many passages, including this one. In Greek, Jesus is
not using any special religious pronoun, just the normal, familiar form of address. That is why the lastest edition
of the New American Standard Bible no longer uses thou.

Should you use thee and thou in prayer? In my opinion, only if you know how. If you feel the need to speak in
ungrammatical, stilted, and archaic English to God, then | would reexamine the relationship. How would you
like to have a friend who only speaks to you in archaic, flowery language, and gets so tangled up in it that they
never pull it off, and end up forgetting what they were trying to say? To paraphrase Paul, I’d rather speak five
meaningful words with my mind, than to speak a thousand meaningless words out of a mistaken desire to be
reverent.

Yesterday, | saw you thou and your friend John getting into a car. Were you going somewhere with him? |
saw you sitting behind the wheel, so | thought you were the driver. Was the car his or yours? I didn’t know
you had your license.

Answer to quiz:
Yesterday, | saw thee and thy friend John getting into a car. Wast thou going somewhere with him? | saw
thee sitting behind the wheel, so | thought thou wert (or thou wast) the driver. Was the car his or thine? |
didn’t know thou hadst thy license.
